A. OUTHOR GUIDELINES FOR ABSTRACT TEMPLATE
TITLE MUST BE BRIEF, CLEAR AND REFLECT THE CONTENTS OF THE MANUSCRIPT
(Title is given in English. Title must be short, clear and reflect the content of the manuscript) (12 pt Bold Capital)

[bookmark: _GoBack]Background - Background section should be the shortest part of the abstract and should very briefly outline the following information: What is already known about the subject, related to the paper in question? What is not known about the subject and hence what the study intended to examine (or what the paper seeks to present - purpose). In most cases, the background can be framed in just 2–3 sentences, with each sentence describing a different aspect of the information referred to above
Purpose – The purpose of the research, as the word itself indicates, is to provide the reader with a background to the study, and hence to smoothly lead into a description of the methods employed in the investigation.
Design/methodology/approach – The methodology section is usually the second-longest section in the abstract. It should contain enough information to enable the reader to understand what was done, and important questions to which the methods section should provide brief answers
Findings – The findings section is the most important part of the abstract and nothing should compromise its range and quality. The results section should therefore be the longest part of the abstract and should contain as much detail about the findings as the journal word count permits..
Research limitations– The limitations is usually explain about research boundaries that realizes and can be improved in the future.
Originality/value – Originality/ value is the uniqueness or novelty of the research. It can be taken from the literature gap/ methodology/ statistical examination/ result/ conext and etc.

There are 4 main points to be addressed clearly in abstract section: (1) background of research title, (2) research purpose, (3) research methodology, and (4) research result/contribution. Background section should be the shortest part of the abstract and should very briefly outline the following information: What is already known about the subject, related to the paper in question? State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results. Explain how you addressed the problem and clearly state the aims of your study.

LITERATURE REVIEW
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results. A Theory section should extend, not repeat, the background to the article already dealt with in the Introduction and lays the foundation for further work. A calculation section represents a practical development from a theoretical basis.

METHODOLOGY
Methodology explain about what research method used, how the data collected and proceed quantitatively or qualitatively to get more explanation in the result and discussion.

RESULT AND DISCUSSION
Results should be clear and concise. Discussion should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature.


CONCLUSION

The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section. The conclusion section should lead the reader to important matter of the paper. It also can be followed by suggestion or recommendation related to further research. Limitation and contribution of research should be addressed in this section.


ACKNOWLEDGEMENT
Collate acknowledgements in a separate section at the end of the article before the references and do not, therefore, include them on title page, as a footnote to the title or otherwise. List here those individuals who provided help during the research (e.g., providing language help, or proof reading the article, etc.).

References using APA (American Psychologist Association) style. It should be noted that only works cited in the manuscript can be included in the references section. The references should begin with the heading REFERENCES appearing centred at the top of the page. References must be listed at the end of the paper. Do not begin them on a new page unless this is absolutely necessary. Authors should ensure that every reference in the text appears in the list of references and vice versa. Indicate references by (Van der Geer, Hanraads, &Lupton, 2000) or (Strunk& White, 1979) in the text.

Originality/value – Originality/ value is the uniqueness or novelty of the research. It can be taken from the literature gap/ methodology/ statistical examination/ result/ conext and etc

Manuscripts are written in English with a maximum number of 20 pages including figures and tables. Manuscripts must be written according to this article template in a ready-to-print form (Camera ready). Articles must be written in A4 (210 x 297 mm) writing area and in the format of 3 cm left margin, 3 cm right margin, 3 cm bottom margin, and 3 cm top margin. Manuscripts must be written in Times New Roman typeface with a font size of 12 pt, one spaced apart, and in one column format (except for the article title, author's name, and abstract). The distance between the columns is 1 cm.

Foreign words or terms are used in italics (Italic). The new paragraph starts 1.15 cm from the left border, while between paragraphs there is no space between.

Tables and Figures are placed in the text group after the table or figure is referenced. Each picture must be given a picture title (Figure Caption) at the bottom of the picture and numbered sequentially followed by the picture title. Each table must be given a table title (Table Caption) and numbered sequentially at the top of the table followed by the table title. Images must be guaranteed to be printed clearly (font size, resolution and line size must be sure printed clearly). Figures and tables and diagrams/schematics should be placed in columns between groups of text or if they are too large they should be placed in the center of the page. Tables may not contain vertical lines, while horizontal lines are allowed but only those that are essential.
